Writing 

For part 4 of the FLACS exam you will have to complete two out of three writing assignments.  Your answer to each of the two questions you have chosen should be entirely in Spanish and should contain a minimum of 50 words.  Your answers must be written in your own words; no credit will be given for a response that is copied or substantially the same material from other parts.  These writing assignments are often a note, journal entry or letter.  Follow the reminders below and you will earn all the points in this section of the test.  
Remember general writing mechanics
1. Ser vs. Estar

POND: Personality, Personal characteristics, Origin, Occupation, Nationality Date & time 
HELP: Health, Emotions, Location, Present progressive (estoy hablando ahora) 
2. Agreement of the Subject and the Verb

Ex: Yo estoy cansada.


Ellas son muy altas. 
3. Agreement of the Noun (person, place or thing) and the adjective (descriptor).  These need to agree in number & gender

Ex: El libro rojo, los chicos están enfermos, la chica alta 
4. Conjugate your verbs!  We do not speak in infinitives!
5. DO NOT CONJUGATE 2 verbs next to each other!
6. Use a variety of verbs, nouns, and adjectives.  You will not get credit for repeating the same thing over and over!
7. You can not us the’s in Spanish to show ownership.  You must say the house of Clara instead of Clara’s house.  Ex: La casa de Clara.
